As we revealed in the previous letter, school will be paying for all pupils in Y2 to attend an 
outdoor education experience at Kingswood Dearne Valley on Wednesday 21st April 2021. 
Normally this trip would cost around £60 per pupil; however, as part of our plan to support 
children’s physical and mental wellbeing post-COVID, school will cover all costs and this trip 
will be FREE to parents.   
 
How To Book 
Parents must give consent for your child to attend. To give permission for your child to attend: 

1. Log into your Pupil Asset app 
2. Select ‘events’ (at the bottom) 
3. Select ‘Y2 Kingswood Trip’ 
4. Complete the form to give your consent 

 
The Trip 
The theme of the Y2 trip will be ‘rural adventure’, with children learning bush craft skills, whilst 
also exploring the environment and working together to solve problems.  
 
What to Bring/Wear 
Children should wear comfortable clothes that are ok to dirty and/or wet. Children will be 
outside for the majority of the day and should dress appropriately (hat and sun cream if 
warm, woolly hat and extra layers if cold etc.) and all children will need a coat. Pupils must 
wear suitable footwear, such as boots or trainers – no sandals or open-toed shoes and they 
will need a packed lunch.  
 
Timings 
We will be leaving school at 8:00am prompt, and will return for 6:00pm. Children should come 
through the car park gate, and be collected from the same location. Please note that the bus 
will leave at 8:00am and we will be unable to wait for any children as there are strict timings 
for the day. Pupils must be at school for 7:45am.
